Hampton Park Trail

1. Start at the Pavilion where limited parking is available. With your back
to the pavilion turn left and walk around the curve of the green. The
trees here are London Plane with smooth exfoliating bark which
“ s h eABcsldok for Clover, Buttercup & Daisy in the grass. At the
corner turn left into Sycamore Drive.

2. Walk down the footpath on the left, when you come to the roundabout
cross the road carefully and continue to the end of Sycamore Drive.

3. Atthe' pul | in’ turn |l eft through the
this path around behind thehou s e s . Here you can s
Dog Rose (rosehips), Dog Wood & even the odd apple tree! Also look
out for wood pigeons!

4. Continue around the path until you come to open fields on the right
hand side. Look out for Old Mans beard or travellers joy. You can also
see privet with its small shiny black berries; this is a poisonous plant
to humans & horses. Along here can also be found, Blackthorn, Field
Maple, Holly and even the odd Blackcap songbird!

5. Atthe end of the footpath turn right into the field with the big hill and
climb up to see the wonderful views of the Laverstock Downs across
the way. (see image on front page)

6. Once rested follow the path down from the hill keeping right all the
way around the edge of the field until you come to the opposite corner
to the bench.

7. Cut through the footpath onto St Clements Way between St Ursulas &

St Ther esMotsi «Céd otstee s. S| i me Moul d’
this is yellow and made of numerous cells which form a larger

membrane. When a slime moul dnound’ is physically separated, the

cells find their way back to re-unite! Here you can also see Birch Trees.

8. Turn Left and follow the footpath on the right hand side, pass the
Shops on the right hand side and make your way back to the pavilion.
